Alexander Kugushev
Persian Civilization and Present Day Iran
Alexander Kugushev knows political conflict and war and he knows survival and resiliency.  Moreover, he is an adventurer of places – and of ideas.
Born in France to Russian parents, he lived in war-torn Europe throughout World War II, which he calls the defining experience of his life.  He and his mother reached the United States in 1960 via Argentina.
Kugushev, a self-described “committed American,” is the author of three books:  Resilient America:  An Immigrant Examines Our Nation’s Adaptive Continuity (2008);  and Under the Wheel of History, a Woman’s Journey Through the 20th Century (2011), a memoir of his mother’s dramatic life from her Russian birth in 1900 through two revolutions and two World Wars.  She died in California as the Berlin Wall collapsed 1989.  Kugushev’s third book is Immigrants in Their Own Voice: The Torch Still Burning Bright (2012).
Alex has an insatiable interest in other nations and cultures and has visited more than 70 countries, something a speaker of seven languages can do with relative ease.  Last year he and his wife visited Iran where they focused on the history of the ancient Persian civilization as well as modern day Iran.  A highlight of that trip was seeing the UN-designated World Heritage Site, the city of Isfahan, which has one of the largest city squares in the world and outstanding examples of Persian and Islamic architecture.
Kugushev will describe this and tell us about the contemporary Iranians he and his wife spoke with and observed.  He is speaking to us on the strong recommendation of our associate member, Joe Russoniello – appointed US Attorney by two Presidents.
