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Redistricting and the Open Primary
Voters passed ballot initiative Proposition 14 in November 2010 which established top two primaries for all elected seats except the Presidential candidates and the political party central committees. We will be facing our first Open Primary in June 2012. How will this new primary, along with new, more competitive districts, change our electoral landscape? What benefits can we hope to see from this change in the way we select our candidates? How can Republicans take advantage of the opportunities presented by this new system? Charles Munger Jr. is a Stanford nuclear physicist and key Republican donor who led the campaign to pass Proposition 20 and defeat Proposition 27 which denied  Democrats the power to draw new districts in California. . In February, Charles became the new Santa Clara County GOP Chairman.
